What Bernie Weber, Richard Livesey, Andy Fitzgerald and Ervin 
Maske accomplished on the night of February 18, 1952 is considered 
the greatest small boat rescue in United States Coast  
Guard History. They rescued 32 stranded crewmen from the SS Pendleton,  
a T2 Tanker after it split in half during a raging snow storm off the coast of Chattham, MA. 
The rescue boat was designed to hold 12-18.
